The respective sovereigiuy
of the state and cach federatly-recugnized tribe provides authority for euch (o exise and
govern; and :

WHEREAS, there are seven federally-recognived Indian tribes in the state. Each
tribe hus an independent relutionship with each other and with the state and its political

subdivisions; and

WHEREAS, these seven Indian Nations and the State of Montana have historical
relacionships and unique rights shaped by federal und state constitutions, stwiutes, and
treaties with the United States government and Executive Orders of the Presideru.

NOW, THEREFORE, I, MARC RACICOT, Govenwr of the Swte of Montana,
do hereby affirm that the State of Montana recognizes the fundumental principle and
integrity of the govenunent-to-govemnmen relationship between the State und the Indiun
Nations located in Montana, and it is upon this principle dt a mutually beneficial
approuch o conflict resolution must rest.
